Aid, Transit Village, Bikeway, and Safe Streets to Transit grant Programs. Applications must be submitted on or
before July 1, 2022, | have reviewed the grant programs and recommend the Borough make application under the
Municipal Aid Program this year. This year | am recommending that a grant application be submitted for one of the
following projects:

1. Improvements to North Valley Road between Homestead Lane and approximately 500 feet south of
Farm Lane.

2. Improvements to Pine Drive from Maple Court to the end of Pine Drive by the Wastewater Treatment
Plant.

Improvements on both options would include curb replacement as necessary, upgrades to existing storm drains to
meet NJDOT Bicycle Safe Standards and NJDEP Stormwater Regulation, milling and overlay, and pavement base
repairs as necessary.

Dear Mayor/County Commissionet/County Executive:

On behalf of Governor Phil Murphy, I am pleased to announce that applications will now be accepted for
the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s (NJDOT) Fiscal Year 2023 State Aid programs. The
deadline for grant application submissions is July 1. Grant awards are expected to be announced in
November.

As you may know, the Transportation Trust Fund Reauthorization Act of 2016 increased funding for Local
Aid programs to counties and municipalities from $190 million per year to $430 million. The reason for
the steep increase is that the majority of New Jersey’s roadway mileage—about 90 percent—is under local
government jurisdiction and is in as much need of repair as the state roadway network.

Over the past year, improvements to the grant application and project delivery processes have been
implemented.
¢ The Project Management and Reporting System (PMRS) was launched. This new system reduces
paper consumption and adds efficiencies. You will continue to submit applications through
SAGE (System for Administering Grants Electronically), but you are now required to submit
your Resolution of Support through the PMRS platform no later than July 31,
* Your grant announcement and project management processes will now be through PMRS. Older
projects will be phased into the PMRS platform in the next two months.
* A Map Maker Tool is now available to all grant applicants to standardize all map submissions.

This year, following federal and state guidance, equity is incorporated into all State Aid programs to
promote an equitable delivery of government benefits. Additional points will be added to projects in areas
where vulnerable populations exist. Current census data will be used to determine if a project meets the
equity criteria. Equity information will be available on NJDOT's Local Aid Resource Center website at:

A series of training classes were held to communicate the changes, and a wide range of informational
resources were developed and are now available on our Local Aid Resource Center website. Please reach
out to the Local Aid Resource Center with any questions.

The following is a brief description of each grant program:

*  Municipal Aid - This $151.25 million program with an additional $10 million in Urban Aid provides
funding for local transportation projects for a total of $161.25 million. Municipalities are encouraged
to consider projects that support walking and biking safety.

¢ Transit Village* - This program is open to the 34 municipalities that have been designated as Transit
Villages by the Commissioner of Transportation and the inter-agency Transit Village Task Force. A
total of $1 million is available to fund traditional and non-traditional transportation projects
that enhance walking, biking and/or transit ridership within a half mile of the transit facility. The
approved Transit Village municipalities are provided in the following link:
http://www.state.nj.us/transportation/business/localaid/transitvillagef.shtm

* Bikeways* - This $1 million program is intended to fund bicycle projects which create new Bike Path
Mileage. This program encourages new bikeways that are physically separated from motorized
vehicular traffic by an open space or barrier, but on-road bike lanes and other bike routes and facilities
are also eligible for funding. Counties and municipalities are eligible.

* Safe Streets to Transit* - This program encourages counties and municipalities to construct safe and
accessible pedestrian linkages to transit facilities to promote transit usage for all. A total of $1 million
is available for grant awards.

*Note: An additional $15.3 million was provided in the FY 22 state budget to disperse among these
programs for a total of $18.3 million allowing the award of many more grants and more fully funded
grants,

All projects funded through the Transportation Trust Fund must comply with the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA). ADA guidance, program descriptions and application guidance materials can be
found on the NJDOT website at: hitp://www.state.nj.us/transportation/business/localaid/stateaid.shtm

If you choose to apply, please be aware that Municipal Aid regulations require projects receiving this type
of aid to award a construction contract within 24 months from the date of grant notification.

I encourage you to submit applications for these Local Aid programs. Each program application will be
evaluated independently, affording counties and municipalities the opportunity to receive funding in more
than one category.

The enclosed map provides contact information for each Local Aid District Office. If you need assistance
preparing your application, please contact your Local Aid District Office. Please keep in mind that a
separate application for each project must be completed and submitted on or before July Ist, 2022, on-
line through the Department’s electronic grants administration system, known by its acronym, SAGE, at:

MONMOUTH COUNTY BICYCLE FACILITY POLICY AND GUIDELINES

The Monmouth County Board of County Commissioners passed a Resolution establishing
and adopting a Complete Streets Policy on July 22, 2010. In doing so, the Board recognized
the benefits of providing connections to bicycling and walking trip generators such as
employment, education, residential, recreational, retail, and public centers and facilities.

Where shared-use paths, &edicated bicycle lanes, or shared travel lanes along a County
roadway are proposed, the following guidance shall apply:

1.

Municipalities are encouraged to develop a Bicycle Master Plan, a Bicycle and Pedestrian
Master Plan, or a Bicycle Element within their Municipal Master Plan that idenitifies
proposed bicycle routes and bicycle facilities. The plan (or element) should consider the -
suitability of the existing roadway network and right-of-way to accommodaté the various
types of bicycle facilities. ‘

The installation of bicyclé facilities in County Road right-of-way by Ia Municipality
requires the review and approval of the Monmouth County Board of County
Comumissioners.

A Municipality may request that the County include construction of a bicy¢le facility
as part of a planned County roadway improvement project, provided that the
integration of a bicycle facility is consistent with the nieed and scope of the project
and will not jeopardize the project funding or ability to obtain environmental permits.

The design of the bicycle facility shall follow the guidance established in the latest
editions of the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials’
"AASHTO Guide for the Development of Bicycle Facilities,” the National Association of
City Transportation Officials’ “NACTO Urban Bikeway Design Guide” and the New
Jersey Department of Transportation’s “New Jersey Complete Streets Design Guide.”

The design of all pavement markings and signs shall comply with the requirements
of the latest edition of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices" (MUTCD). N

Lane widths on County toads shall satisfy the AASHTO requirements for the functional
classification of the roadway.

Improvements shall comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) and
complement the context of the swrrounding community. :

No part of any bicycle facility shall be installed or extend outside of the public right-of-
way without separate agreement. : '

ANNUAL PLANNING/ ZONING BOARD REPORT—2021

Purpose:
Municipal Land Use Law (MLUL), in Section 40:55D-70.1 states:

“The board of adjustment shall, at least once a year, review its decisions on applications and
appeals for variances and adopt by resolution a report on its findings on zoning ordinance
provisions which were (1) the subject of variance requests and (2) its recommendations for zoning
ordinance amendment or revision, if any. The board of adjustment shall send copies of the report
and resolution to the governing body and planning board.”

The Roosevelt Planning Board, in accordance with the provisions of MLUL subsection 40:55D-
25c¢, also acts as the municipal zoning board of adjustment.

Applications and Variances

Two applications came before the Board in 2021. The first granted approval to T-Mobile for
wireless equipment placed at the Borough’s water tower. The second, a hearing on a proposed
single-family home to be built on the property at 19 S. Rochdale Ave., was carried over to the
January, 2022 meeting. The Board also reviewed several ordinances, including one banning
cannabis sales here, one updating the stormwater management requirements per the state’s new
guidelines and one amending certain fees.
